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Businesses Booming In Durant

The commercial growth is adding more job opportunities to a city with an already low unemployment rate. Now, hiring signs are present for soon-to-open restaurants, such as a Mongolian grill, which is just across the street from a new Italian eatery. Both restaurants are set to open in October. 

Just behind the Mongolian restaurant is the construction zone where the walls are now standing for a four story Holiday Inn Express. And, right across the street from that hotel the up-coming spot for another four-story hotel, the Hampton Inn. And, that's not all. Just south from that area marks the future site of Walgreens. 


"Now, that's really exciting for our community, as you can see all the traffic and the good things that are happening in this area -- in West Durant." says Tommy Kramer, of the Durant Industrial Authority. "Retail just continues to grow."

The new businesses will not only draw in more tourism to the city and Lake Texoma, they will create an increased sales tax revenue for Durant. The Holiday Inn Express and Walgreens are set to open in March of 2008. The Hampton Inn should be set for business by mid summer next year.
