
Walgreens breaks ground in Durant
Durant - Springfield Holding Group and the Durant Industrial Authority has announced the groundbreaking of a new Walgreens Drug Store to be located in Durant.

An onsite groundbreaking ceremony took place Friday morning, at 9:30 a.m. at 302 University Place. Springfield Holding Group has been working with Tommy Kramer, executive director of the Durant Industrial Authority, for more than two years in developing a plan to construct this new Walgreens.

“John Cathey - Chairman of the Durant Industrial Authority and the seven-member board have developed the pro-business concept of ‘Team Durant.' The mission of Team Durant is to create new business investment and payroll such as Walgreens. This project is a great national retail investment for the city of Durant,” said Kramer.
